Who can 

Volunteer?

· Public Health Professionals including epidemiologists and health educators 

· Health Care Professionals including doctors, nurses, emergency medical technicians, pharmacists, nursing assistants, medical assistants, mental health workers, social service professionals and others   

· Others with essential emergency response skills such as clergy, support staff, data entry, accountants, interpreters, and others.
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For what types of Emergencies are volunteers needed? 

Mower County volunteers may be utilized to support emergency medical and mental health workers in the event of a public health emergency.       
Volunteers may help with:

· Emergency clinics for mass vaccination or pharmaceutical distribution

· Disease outbreak investigations 

· Other health emergencies flood clean up
